1.12  GENERAL PROVISIONS FOR STANDARD CHARGE 

(Approved 11/98) 

 
S. Verdict 

 Since this is a civil case, any verdict of 5-1 or 6-0 is a legal verdict.  Therefore, 

it is not necessary that all six jurors agree on each question.  An agreement of any five 

jurors is sufficient.  All six jurors must deliberate fully and fairly on each and every 

question, and all six jurors must determine and vote upon each question.  It is not 

necessary that the same five jurors agree upon the answers to all questions.  

Whenever at least five jurors have agreed to any answer, that question has been 

decided, and you may move on to consider the remaining questions in the case if it is 

appropriate to do so.  All six jurors must participate fully in deliberating on the 

remaining questions.  A juror who has been outvoted on any question shall continue 

to deliberate with the other jurors fairly, impartially, honestly and conscientiously to 

decide the remaining questions.  Each juror must consider each question with an open 

mind. 

 When at least five of you have agreed upon a verdict,   knock on the jury room 

door.  Indicate to the attendant that you have reached a verdict and say nothing more.  

The attendant will escort you back to the jury box so that the court may receive your 

verdict.
