5. Christina L. Lewis must, within 10 days, pay the fees required by Rule 1:20-l(b)

and Rule l:28-2 and submit affidavits of compliance;

6. Automatic termination of pro hac vice admission will occur for failure to make

the required annual payment to the Ethics Financial Committee and the New

Jersey Lawyer's Fund for Client Protection. Proof of such payrnent, after filing
proofofthe initial payrnent, shall be made no later than July ofeach year;

7. Non-compliance with any of these requirements shall constitute grounds for

removal; and,
