On
behalf of all Respondents, we write in opposition to the motion for leave to intervene that -
was fuxed late yesterday afternoon by the law firm of Potter and Dickson on behalf of
Ms. Jyll 8.

~ Motion, Potter and Dickson, March 28, 2011, p. 3.) Kmdly accept this letter bnef in lien
of a more formal brief.

In support of her IIlOt[OIl, Ms. Jakes’s counsel mcorporates by reference -
the brief submitted by Legal Services of New Jersey on March 24, 2011 in support of its
motion for intervention (see Letter of R. William Potter, March 28, 2011, p. 3), and
provides a certification of Ms. Jakes setting forth certain alleged facts about Ms. Jakes’s
individual mortgage loan. Ms. Jakes’s untimely arguments are addressed and rebutted in
detail in Respondents’ Joint Opposition to the Motions to Intervene Filed on March 24,
2011 by Legal Services of New Jersey and the Seton Hall University Law School Center
for Social. Justice, dated March 28, 2011 (*Respondents’ Joint Opposition”™). We
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incorporate by reference here the axguments in Respondents® Joint Opposmon. A.:nong
other things, for the reasons set forth in Respondents’ Joint Opposition, Ms. Jakes does
not meet the exacting standard for intervention in this administrative proceeding (see
Respondents® Joint Opposition at 5-7); is not entitled to intervene in this proceeding as of
right (see id. at 7-9) and has not satisfied the requirements for permissive intervention
(see id. at 9-10); and has not and cannot satisfy the requirements for representing a class
(see id. at 13-14). While for the reasons set forth in Respondents' Joint Opposition,
Citibank and Citi Residential Lending will not address Ms. Jakes's individual
circumstances here, we note that to our knowledge Ms. Jakes is not the subject of any
current foreclosure proccedmg in New Jersey. That is another reason Ms. Jakes does not
have standing to intervene in this action or to represent a purported class of mortgagors in .
foreclosure actions. ‘ : _

' Finally, as set forth in Respondents’ Joint Opposmon, the Recommended

Stipulation proposed by Edward Dauber, the Court-appointed Counsel to the Court, and

Respondents, does nothing to affect the rights of Ms. J akes—or any borrower,

represented or not—to contest any issue in any individuat proceedmg relating to her

mortgage loan. Indeed, Ms. Jakes's motion to intervene, which raises numerous detailed

factual issues specific to Ms. Jakes, and which relate to only one of the six servicers that

is subject to the order to show cause, shows precisely why this administrative proceeding

is not the proper forum for such issues. Issues like those raised in Ms. Jakes's motion are

- well beyond the scope of the order to show cause, and can be addressed more effectively
and appropriately in other cases where they are germane, )

For the foregoing reasons, and the reasons set forth in Respondents’ Joint
Opposition, we respectfully submit that Ms. Ji akes’s motion should be denied.
